❖ Santa Claus or any Santa Claus likenesses on your float ARE PROHIBITED. The sponsors will 

introduce Santa Claus on the sponsor’s float at the end of the parade.


❖ If animals are part of your unit, you MUST make provision for cleaning up after them.


❖ CANDY MAY NOT BE THROWN.   Your group members can walk and hand out hard candy, 
but do not throw it. This is a safety issue we must all take seriously.


❖ The roads will be closed promptly at 5:15 P.M. – listen to WPXZ 104.1FM for details.


❖ YOU are responsible for the members of your parade group.


❖ Units/floats will line up at the UniMart/Punxsy Plaza parking lot.


❖ All units MUST be decorated for the holidays.  


❖ Judging categories will be: Fire Truck, Float, Performer, Vehicle & Walking

 


❖ Categories will be judged on: Most Entertaining, Most Original, Best Lighting, Sound Quality, 
and Overall.


❖ Performance time in front of the judges should be no longer than 2 minutes in order to keep the 
parade moving.


❖ Awards for the winning entries will be announced and distributed following the fireworks in 
Barclay Square . 


❖ You MUST fill out the description of the unit portion of the entry form so information will be 
available for the MCs and the judges.
